Late Opening & Sale of Alcohol
October 2011
1. Late opening from 11pm to midnight: 

Our premises licence (issued by the Licensing Dept) currently allows all licensable activities covered by the premises licence to take place from 09:00 – 00:00 (Midnight) Monday – Saturday and from 09:00 – 23:00 on a Sunday. 
However, due to planning restrictions in place, the Planning Dept must be notified of any opening after 23:00 (Monday-Sunday incl). The Planning Dept. allows 18 midnight closures per calendar year (although we are able to apply for one-off extensions if more than 18 are needed).  Notification can be done by email but should be not later than 2 weeks prior to the event - the sooner the better, to see if the event can go ahead.  Noise complaints may affect outcome.  We will not hear from them unless they object.  

2. Late opening after midnight:

For any licensable activities taking place past midnight Monday – Saturday or past 23:00 on a Sunday, a Temporary Event Notices (TEN) is needed. The Police also need a copy of the TEN application and the Planning Dept must be notified.
NB Our licence allows licensable activities to take place until 2am on New Year’s Eve (ie until 2am New Year’s day).

3. Sale of alcohol:

Our premises licence does not cover the Sale of Alcohol, so any event where alcohol is being sold or provided as part of a ticket/entry fee etc should be covered by a TEN. A TEN can either cover the whole hall or a specified part of the hall. Again, a copy should be sent to the Police.
TEN applications

· TENs applications are submitted to the Licensing Dept http://www.culture.gov.uk/images/publications/P_TENupdate1105.pdf
· Our premises (or specified part of) can have 12 TEN’s per year covering a total limit of 15 days and can be used for one-off events and special occasions lasting for not more than 96 hours each. 

· TENs allow a licensable activity not covered by our existing licence (e.g. sale of alcohol or staying open beyond 00:00 and 23:00 Sunday). 

· Two copies of the form and the fee of £21 (made payable to B&NES Council) should be sent to the Licensing Dept. The User applies for this, but it counts as one of our premises quota.  
· The TEN must be submitted to Licensing and to the Police at least 10 clear working days in advance of the event. The 10 working days does not include the day you submit the forms or the day of the event.
· A copy of the TEN application must be sent to the Police, who would only object if they feel our event would undermine the Crime Prevention Objective.
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
